Me ssage from the Boar d of Educ ation

Since the fall, school administrators and the Board of Education
have devoted considerable time and preparation to develop a school
budget proposal that would provide our children and community
with a strong educational program during the next school Vear
Budget was prepared while keeping in mind the economic realities
facing Plainville. In Februarnthe Board approved a 7.5% increase
over the current operating budgéhe majority of this increase will
cover fixed costs, such as salary and benefit obligations.
Additionally, the increase will provide 2.4 teachers to accommodate
classes at the middle and high schools where student enroliment
was exceptionally high. In order to fund the continuation of
Plainville’s Board approved programs, a total increase of
$2,168,568 is necessawhich would make the 2006-07 Board
proposed operating budget $31,060,4The proposed budget
works to strike a balance between the needs of the school district
and the desire to not overburden the community
We encourage you to attend the public hearing on the budget at the
Municipal Center on March 16th and the annual town budget
meeting scheduled f@pril 13th and voice your opinion regarding
